Chamber of Commerce with the Volunteer Marine Rescue being 
invited to the board in the new year. 
For decades many committees have been attempting to seek action 

to rectify the serious affect the river mouths have had 
environmentally and economically on the region, said Chairman 
Richard Schipp. 
The environmental and economic benefits will see the Manning 

Valley enter a boom period. We are also, mindful the Manning 
Valley community need to be informed of all progress and will be 
issuing regular press releases.
